Letôs turn Strangers into Citizens! 
All roads lead to Trafalgar Square this Bank Holiday 

Monday 4th May for our Strangers into Citizens Na-
tional Day of Action and Celebration.  

 The Strangers into Citizens call for regularisation of 

long - term undocumented migrants received a boost on 

March 9 when BBC Panorama broadcast an in -depth look at 
the issue. Mayor of London Boris Johnson led the call for 

change, honouring his pledge to London Citizens last April 

to champion the campaign if elected. The programme 
prompted both the Daily Telegraph and the Economist to 

come out in favour of regularisation.  

 This gives us great momentum as London Citizens 
members make preparations to pack a series of special 

services on May 4th before taking to Trafalgar Square. 

Some 30,000 are expected to join the countryôs largest 

ever celebration of the contribution of migrants to UK econ-
omy and society. TELCO members are preparing to bring 

thousands to the different services and to the Square.  

 For the first time, there will be óStrangers into Citi-
zensô services at St Margaretôs Westminster Abbey, Meth-

odist Central Hall, and Westminster Cathedral. Chinese and 

Latin -American evangelicals are holding there own services 
while Muslims are gathering at several mosques for 

prayers. All will join at Trafalgar Square around midday, 

waving Union Jacks and orange óStrangersô placards. 

On Wednesday 1st April while 

G20 leaders met behind closed 
doors, in fact behind a ring of 

steel, over 1300 young people 

from London Citizens gathered at 

the first Young CITIZENS Assem-
bly. The exciting indigO2 venue 

at the O2 Arena was packed to 

the rafters with passionate and 
articulate young leaders from 35 

member schools, colleges, uni-

versities and community organi-
sations.
